Counting in multiples of 2, 5 and 10 
and developing

division facts. 

Literacy :  
 

We will develop an under-
standing of story language 
and structure, describing 
character and setting using 
adjectives and verbs, using 
noun phrases, using  

exclamation, using invert-
ed comma to mark speech, 
developing understanding 
of acrostic poetry.  Writing 
non fiction text including 
chronological reports and 
leaflets.   

Science 
We will learn about animals includ-
ing humans.  We will be observing 
and comparing animals and their  

diet, exploring the human body,  

identifying the five senses, sorting 
and classifying animals.
